Under the Controlled Substances Act (CSA), which is administered by the 
Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA), marijuana is classified as a 
Schedule I drug, the most restrictive classification. The White House Office 
of National Drug Control Policy (ONDCP) and the DEA support the 
classification because marijuana meets the three criteria for placement in 
Schedule I under 21 U.S.C. 812(b)(1) (e.g., marijuana has a high potential for 
abuse, has no currently accepted medical use in treatment in the United 
States, and has a lack of accepted safety for use under medical supervision). 

According to the National Institute on Drug Abuse (NIDA), there are studies 

showing serious health concerns surrounding smoked marijuana. NIDA
