The study published in the Journal of the American Medical Association, Health 
Care and Public Service Use and Costs Before and After Provision of Housing for 
Chronically Homeless Persons With Severe Alcohol Problems, found a $4 million 
dollar decrease in the use of crisis intervention services during the course of 
twelve months.  The study was a quasi-experimental design comparing 95 
housed participants with drinking permitted with 39 wait-list control partici-
pants between November 2005 and March 2007.  
 
Five social workers divided the population into caseloads and participation in
